Matter –   anything that has mass and takes up space
Chemistry – study of how matter changes
Chemical Property – ability to change into different substances
Element – pure substance that can’t be broken down any further
Atom – the basic particle form which all elements are made
Diatomic – all elemental gases form pairs of two
Molecule – groups of atoms
Compound – pure substance made of two or more elements combined in a specific ratio
Mixture – two or more substances – not chemically bound
