Temperature – Average kinetic energy of the molecules in the substance being measured.

Thermal Energy – Total kinetic energy of the molecules in the substance being measured.

Heat – Movement of thermal energy from hot to cold.

The three methods of transferring thermal energy

Conduction – the substances are touching

Radiation – Electromagnetic waves transfer the heat energy through space

Convection – Movement of molecules that carry heat to or from the object.
